Arthur Conan Doyle

Arthur Conan Doyle (1859-1930) was born the third of
ten siblings in Edinburgh, Scotland, into a prosperous
Irish family. Although he is now referred to as "Conan
Doyle", itis nota compound surname but "Conan" is one
of his two middle names. As a child, he loved literature.
By age 14, he could read books in French. He trained as
a doctor, gaining his degree from Edinburgh University
in 1881. While studying, he began writing short stories.
He worked as a surgeon on a whaling boat and also
as a medical officer on a steamer travelling between
LiverpoolandWest Africa. He then settled in Portsmouth
ontheEnglish south coastand divided his time between
medicine and writing. One of his professors from
university, Dr Joseph Bell, inspired his famous detective
Sherlock Hohnes. Despite his character's success Conan
Doyle killed off Holmes in 1893, hoping to concentrate
on more serious writing. However, a public outcry later
made him resurrect Holmes. In 1885, he married Louisa
Hawkins, who suffered from tuberculosis and died in
1906. The following year he married Jean Elizabeth
Leckie. Conan Doyle fathered five children, two with his
first Wife and three with the second one. Conan Doyle
died of a heart attack in 1930.

Greyfriars Bobby

Over 150 years ago, a wee Skye Terrier became the most
famous dog in Scotland’s history. Bobby, a wee Skye Terrier,
belonged to John Gray, better known as Auld Jock, who
worked for the Edinburgh City Police as a night watchman.
The two were inseparable for approximately two years. On
15th February 1858, Auld Jock died of tuberculosis. Bobby
led his master’s funeral procession to the grave at Greyfriars
Cemetery, and later, when he tried to stay at the graveside,
he was sent away by the caretaker. But the little dog returned
and refused to leave, whatever the Weather conditions. When
the firing of the one o’clock gun sounded from Edinburgh
Castle each day, Bobby left his post, ran for his midday meal
to the coffee house which he had fiequented with Auld Jock,
and came back to his master’s grave. Bobby was well cared
for by the people of Edinburgh, but he still remained loyal
to his master, and he continued to stay faithfully guarding
Auld Jock’s grave for 14 years, until he died on January 14th
1872, aged 16. Bobby’s grave is also in Greyfriars Kirkyard,
just 75 yards from his master’s grave. He has a red granite
headstone with the following inscription :

“Greyfiiars Bobby - died 14th January 1872 — aged 16 years

Let his loyalty and devotion be a lesson to us all”

William Wallace

William Wallace (~1270 - 1305) was a Scottish landowner who
became one of the main leaders during the Wars of Scottish
independence. At the beginning of the 14" century, there was
no king of Scotland. The king of England was Edward | and he
expected the Scots to accept him as their king. Many of the
important people in Scotland promised to accept Edward, but not
a man called William Wallace. Wallace promised that he would do
his best to kick the English out of Scotland. He did not want to be
king himself. He just wanted Scotland to be a free country. Wallace
was a good fighter and a brave man. Many people agreed with him
and joined his fight against the English. When King Edward heard
about Wallace, he sent a large number of soldiers to Scotland. He
wanted to fight the Scots and catch or kill Wallace. Wallace was not
just brave: he was clever too. He organized a local army but knew
he did not have enough soldiers to fight the English. He realized he
had to try something different and be imaginative in order to win.
However, in 1305, the English caught him and took him to London.
King Edward knew that Scotland could never be his while Wallace
was alive. He was tired and angry with Wallace and ordered him to
be killed in a very unpleasant way.
